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1. There is no minimum required work for students.

2. Spend about 1 hour to explain the grammar, and how the Java program works.

3. Let students compile and test and understand the program.

4.1. How identifiers are checked out.

4.2. How expressions are evaluated.

4.3. Whether ';', '+', ':', '=' are tokens.

4.4. How tokens are represented in the program (1,2,3,..)

4.5. In this program whether lexical analyzer calls syntax analyzer, or syntax analyzer calls lexical analyzer.

4.6. How variable values are saved.

4.7. Answer for other questions.

5. Provide hints on how the program can be modified to support '*' and '-'.

6. Let students modify the program to meet requirements.
